Review Procedures and Outcome: The symposia and posters presented at the 2011 meeting will be selected by peer review in the form of the program committee. Those submitting are encouraged to present tests of models that are consistent with the theme and that will accelerate the translation of basic research into controlled prevention trials. Priority will be given to submissions in which diverse approaches to studying related emotional, behavioral, and cognitive processes underlying psychopathology including animal models, experimental human models, longitudinal studies of developmental processes, and prevention/intervention studies are integrated.

Symposia Submissions will be rated on a five-point scale on five dimensions:

1. Clarity of presentation

2. Translational significance

3. Diversity of approaches used to test hypotheses

4. Innovation

5. Coherence of submissions

Poster Submissions will be rated on a five-point scale on three dimensions:

1. Clarity of presentation

2. Translational significance

3. Innovation of approach

Notification of the status of the submission will be made via e-mail mid-February, 2011. It is the responsibility of the chairs/organizers of symposia to notify their co-presenters of the submission’s acceptance or rejection. 
Submission Formats

I. Symposia: Symposia are 90 minutes, usually with 3 presenters and a discussant. For each symposium, a discussant should be identified and invited. The following are required: 

1. a submission cover sheet, includes the symposium title and name of the chair/organizer (name, title, and academic affiliation),
2. list of co-authors (if applicable); up to a total of 9 co-authors in addition to the first author 
3. 250-word overview of the symposium, include the symposium title and name of the chair/organizer, which are not part of the word count.
4. a 500-word abstract for each individual presentation is required; each abstract should include a cover sheet and list of up to 9 co-authors (if applicable) 
5. Optional: 1-2 tables or 1-2 figures or 1 table and 1 figure, and a page of references, which fall outside the 500-word limit. 
II. Posters: Poster presentations provide an opportunity to disseminate recent research findings in a concise format. Poster submissions require: 
1. a submission cover sheet 
2. list of co-authors (if applicable); up to a total of 9 co-authors in addition to the first author
3. a 750-word maximum abstract including 
a. Introduction
b. Research Methods
c. Results
d. Discussion 
4. Optional: 1-2 tables or 1-2 figures or 1 table and 1 figure, and a page of references can be included and fall outside the 750-word limit. 
Submission Procedures: 
· Submissions should be in a 12-point font, 1-inch margins, and double-spaced
· in a Word.doc.  (not in Word.docx)
· A presentation application cover sheet must accompany each submission.
